BIKE NIGHT:  Bring your bike (and helmet) to the regular troop meeting on May 16th for a safety tune up.
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Nantucket Bike Trip -- Additional Details 
We will be traveling to Nantucket from Hyannis on a high-speed ferry that leaves Hyannis at 7:15 pm on Friday, May 18th. The ferry does not wait and is the last trip of the day to Nantucket. We have group rate reservations for that specific ferry. It is imperative that we get to the Steamship Authority dock in Hyannis before 6:30 pm to make the 7:15 pm ferry. There may be Friday afternoon traffic. Therefore we will be at the church by 2:45 pm and we will depart promptly at 3:15 pm.   Arrive at the church no later than 3:00 pm with your packed personal equipment, boxed dinner and lunch (see “Food” below), and money (see “Food”). 

GEAR: Pack your personal gear into a duffel bag or a backpack so that nothing is loose and gets lost on the ferry. See the attached equipment list. It can be chilly on Nantucket in May so bring layers for the ride. We were rained one year so rain gear is a must. Light gloves for the ride are a good idea too if it’s chilly. There will be sufficient Adirondack shelters but we will bring a few extra tents with the troop gear. HELMETS MUST BE WORN BY SCOUTS AND ADULTS ON THE BIKE RIDE – it’s a Boy Scout rule!

The bikes and troop gear are going to be loaded into a truck on Thursday, May 18th, the night before we leave. The truck is the only vehicle we are taking over to Nantucket. Bikes cost $24 each round trip on the ferry if not loaded into the truck. Our cars will be parked near the ferry in Hyannis. The truck will go to Hyannis early on Friday to meet a vehicle ferry on Friday afternoon and the truck will meet us when we arrive at the dock on Nantucket at 8:15 pm. We will then put all our personal gear into the truck and ride the bikes the 3 miles on a secondary road to Camp Richard. It will be dusk at 8:15 pm when we ride to the camp so bicycle lights will be a plus. The truck will follow us and illuminate the line of bikes.

FOOD: Bring a snack for the drive south and pack a boxed supper to eat on-board the ferry Friday night. You will need a bag lunch from home for Saturday – we eat on the bike ride so pack the lunch so it can be carried on the ride. Patrols will buy food for two breakfasts and Saturday dinner; $9.00 food money should be paid when the permission slip is turned in. The Old Goat Patrol will also plan its meals. We stop for ice cream on the bike ride so you will need snack money.  There is a snack bar on the return ferry (12:00 noon to 2:15 pm) and Sunday lunch will be bought on board so you will need money for Sunday lunch.  

The return ferry is a slower vehicle ferry and leaves Nantucket at 12:00 noon  arriving Hyannis until 2:15 pm. Return home will be late Sunday afternoon and Scouts will be dropped off at their homes. 

The Cost: Estimates of $70.00 per adult and $60.00 per scout (eighth grade and younger) are based on the ferry group rate passenger fares, the cost of parking in Hyannis, and the cost of the truck rental. The cost of food is not included in this estimate. The Troop is paying the truck ferry passage and part of the camp fee.  We need to collect the trip and food money by the Troop meeting on May 16th.
